Report

International Students’” Seminar “(De)construction of Myths About

Women Through History”

Between 8™ and 14™ of April 2019 students of History at the Faculty of Philosophy
in Belgrade organized an international students” seminar with a topic “(De)construction
of Myths About Women Through History”. The seminar was successfully organized by
the members of ISHA Belgrade, a section of the History Students Club “Ostrogorski” and
a full participating member of the International Students of History Association (ISHA).
On this occasion during the second week of April 2019 Belgrade was visited by over 70

students from 18 different European countries.

Their activities within the seminar were conveyed through seven different thematic
workshops. Some of them were structured according to the chronological order
(women through antiquity, middle ages, modern history), while the rest remained
focused on specific aspects and field of research (women’s sexuality, women and art,
specialized PhD workshop). Each workshop contained one leader from Belgrade, i.e.
one of the students of History from the Faculty of Philosophy, partnered by a colleague
from abroad. These workshops have formed the most important academic aspect of the
seminar. In the end, the participants were enabled to exchange ideas and present their

findings from the workshops during the Final Conclusions session of the seminar.

Besides the academic part of the event, the participants were also able to take part in
city tours throughout Belgrade, as well as to visit Fruska Gora and Novi Sad within the
Saturday bus trip. During city tours the students have managed to get acquainted with
the architecture and monuments of the capital of Serbia, to visit different religious sites
in downtown Belgrade, as well as to see many museums and exhibits (National

Museum, Museum of Yugoslavia...). After that, the cultural program of the seminar
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included the one-day trip to Sremski Karlovci (Patriarchate Court, Karlovci
Gymnasium), the monastery of KruSedol and the visit to the fortress of Petrovaradin in

the end.

All of the aforementioned academic and cultural activities have contributed to the
good reviews of the seminar, given by the participating members of ISHA. It also needs
to be mentioned that our colleagues from abroad have expressed a significant amount
of trust in us by applying for the seminar in great numbers. Out of the 63 available spots
we had received around 120 applications, which made Belgrade Seminar the largest

event under the patronage of International Students of History Association of the year.
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
